
 

Dinner & Cruise on the Danube 

 

Budapest has many faces and as the Danube flows through the centre of the city enjoying the 

beautiful sights on the river bank from the ship is a great experience. We would like to kindly invite 

you to a river cruise which will be held for the COST task group members on the 15th of April.  

The boat departs at 19:00 from the centre of Budapest and makes a 90 minutes long round trip in the 

city. During the cruise you may choose from a variety of cuisines from the buffet table and soft 

drinks, beers and wines will be served at the bar. The ticket price contains both the dinner and the 

drinks. After the 90 minutes long cruise the boat returns to the port and stops there for another 60 

minutes and the whole programme ends at 22:00.

Tickets: Tickets cost 40 EUR. The price contains the cruise, the dinner and the free use 

of the open bar for 90 minutes. 

 

Menu: The buffet style dinner contains aperitifs, soup, appetizers, salads, three 

kinds of main dishes including a vegetarian dish, desserts and fruits. The open 

bar serves unlimited drinks (soft drinks, wines, beers) from 19:00 to 20:30. 

 

Transportation: You can reach the port of Jászai Mari tér (our meeting point) from Hotel 

Gellért by tram number 2 which commutes between Fővám tér and Jászai

Route from Hotel Gellért:  

You might cross the Szabadság 

Bridge from Buda side to Pest side 

either on foot or by tram No 49. / 

No. 47. You can get on tram 49 / 47 

on Szent Gellért tér and travel one 

stop (towards Deák Ferenc tér) to 

Fővám tér.  

On Fővám tér you can find an 

underpass at the bridgehead where 

tram No. 2 stops (red circle on the 

picture). Take tram 2 towards Jászai 

Mari tér.  

 

 

 

Jászai Mari tér is the final stop of tram 2. From 

there you might walk to the port. The picture on 

the left side shows how to get to the boat from the 

tram stop. The boat is called Halászbástya Event 

Boat.
